     A Hundred Years of  Books, the 1970s.  Books from 
the 1970s remain popular because they capture the cul-
tural shifts of  a transitional and tumultuous decade.  It 
was a period of  significant social change, as America 
saw the end of  the Vietnam War and the deepening mo-
mentum of  the civil rights movement.  Feminist liter-
ature from authors like Margaret Atwood challenged 
gender roles and gave voice to women’s struggles.  The 
environmental movement gained traction and authors 
like Rachel Carson sounded the alarm about the conse-
quences of  human actions on the planet.
For many readers, books from the 1970s offer a valu-

able glimpse into the past without the filters of  mod-
ern sensibilities.  Below are just a few of  the many 
books that represent the era.

SCHOOL DAYS 1885 - 1917

We told earlier of  Ar-
nold School District 89 
being officially organized 
in December of  1884 
and Miss Anna Saun-
ders teaching in her sod 
house.
“… in the fall of  ‘85, Miss 

Ella Kinney was teaching 
some children in the sod 
Methodist church, [built 
in 1885] the only build-
ing in town big enough 
for that purpose. A Mr. 
Walker taught a term the 
same year; probably both 
were three-month terms. 
The next year, banker 
Alex Robertson’s sister, 
Amy, was teaching in the 
church, and some classes were being taught in the 
Christian church” (built in 1885 and located just south 
of  the city park). 
“A small, frame building, especially for use as a 

school, was put up in 1887 on a lot donated by R. E. Al-
len (east of  where the Baptist church would later be), 
with a second room built on a few years later...
“There had always been a discipline problem in the 

upper grades, where some students were as old as 
twenty years, and the 1908-09 term was no exception. A 
professor McKee was hired, stayed for one month and 
was replaced by the Baptist preacher’s wife, Mrs. Ea-
ton. She was there two months when Professor Claude 
Pickett came down from Dunning to finish the term; 
he stayed in Arnold eight years and brought order to a 
school that had seldom been able to keep a teacher for 
a full year...
“After Pickett’s arrival, what at the time were con-

sidered ninth grade classes, bookkeeping, etc., were 
held, so 1909 marked the beginning of  an Arnold high 
school. 
“The little school building had become overcrowded 

by 1905 so was moved off  the site to a main street loca-
tion (Pete’s Body Shop) for John Meads’ harness shop, 
and a new two-story frame structure put up on the old 
lot, with lower grades on the first floor and high school 
on the second.”  (One Hundred Years on the South Loup, 
Norene Hall Mills, p. 307)
One Hundred Years on the South Loup, p. 315 states 

that Professor Pickett was principal from 1909 – 1917.  
A note in the May 1954 issue of  Arnold Alumni News 
lists him as the first superintendent of  Arnold Schools 
and pictures displayed at the school show Professor 
Pickett to be superintendent from 1915 to 1917.
